Characteristics of the Network

Segmentary : Many diverse groups which grow
and die, divide and fuse, proliferate and contract

Polycentric : Multiple, temporary and sometimes
competing leaders or centers of influence

Networked : loose, open-ended, multiple linkages,
spontaneous
